The campers have three mandatory ses-
sions daily and evenings are filled with lacrosse films.

5.	Participants are expected to wear all of the necessary and required equipment for 

participation in lacrosse. 
6.	Participants are expected to report any and all injuries to a member of the camp 

medical staff. 
7.	Participants are expected to treat all MVP Lacrosse Camp facilities with respect. 

The camp will not tolerate any acts of vandalism or actions that result in dam-
age to property. MVP Lacrosse Camp will hold participants legally and financially 
responsible for any and all damages they may cause to the property or facilities 
of MVP Lacrosse Camp including, but not limited to, Rutgers University, and all 
fields and facilities used by MVP Lacrosse Camp.
